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Keiko Kendo (A{J:HH E) was a precept master of the Tendai-Jimon sect in
Edo period. He authored the Enkai-fudan (7 #%) and the Bonmoritsu-sokaisetsu
(BEME (8% 7%) as commentaries on the Bonmo-bosatsukai (RE#EHFERK) to
propagate the Bonmoritsu and educated many monks at Midera temple. He advocated
the observance of the Bonmoritsu to revive the Tendai sect by criticizing the Ritsu
sect of the Nanto Buddhism (Fg#B{A%) His doctrine of the Bonmoritsu had much

influence on the reconstruction of the Tendai sect since that time.
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
